Step 1

The modem and router must first be connected to a stable power source. Make sure the
spectrum wave 2 router and modem are connected correctly by using the instructions
guide.

Step 2

Before connecting the coaxial cable, place a splitter in the outlet if you have cable service
with a receiver.

Step 3

Next, The device's wire needs to be plugged into a power socket or surge protector.

Step 4

When you're finished, you must wait for the modems' online indicator light to turn on steadily.
When the "online" light appears, plug in your phone and use your phone cord to connect it to
the "voice-port 1" port on the phone.

Step 5

Connect the Ethernet cable's other end to the spectrum wave 2 router back's "internet"
port. To make it simple for you to match and arrange the ports appropriately, they are
typically color-coded.

Step 6

Connect the router's power supply to the power source with the power cord, and vice versa.
The router will turn on and activate the Wi-Fi signal after you join, showing a blue light.

Step 7

Find the default SSID and password combination on your router's back after it has been
turned on to connect your laptop, smartphone, or PC. Navigate to the menu, Settings, then
WI-FI connections from there.

From there, select the 2.4GHz or 5GHz connection and connect by using the default
password of your spectrum wave 2 router.

Step 8

Open a browser after connecting your device, then register your router on Spectrum's
website. The web interface will walk you through the activation process step by step.

Step 9

Create a Spectrum account after activating your device to control and track your internet
usage.

Step 10

Using a safe internet connection, any Wi-Fi capable device can log into the router.

Step 11

Launch a web browser, such as Chrome, Firefox, or Safari. In the address bar, type the IP
address of the router. On the unit's back is printed the IP address. You will have full access
to your router and the Spectrum user interface after you log in. Once you've received your
Spectrum Device, you must register and login.
